*Must complete all the 6 core courses offered at GSE only (NO GraSPP courses allowed) 
within the first 2 years of their Master’s study.  
*Earn at least three As and one B or higher in courses “Microeconomics I & II” and 
“Macroeconomics I & II”  
*Earn Bs or higher in courses “Econometrics I & II” 

 
 
If you found to be unable to satisfy any of the above requirements by the result of the exams 
and the make-up exams of the required courses in your 1st year of the Master’s program, 
follow the instructions to be posted on UTAS. 

 
 Those who are expecting to complete a degree program in this academic year are not permitted 

to register the courses held in W term. 
 

 Credits earned from language courses are not permitted to include in the total credits 
required for the completion of a degree program. Language courses referred here are the 
courses offered to learn and practice Japanese, English and other languages. Consult the 
Graduate Office in advance for clarification if necessary.

Diploma Policy in the Graduate School of Economics  

 
Graduate School of Economics, the University of Tokyo confers Master of Economics 
or Master of Management, based on our objective of education and research on those 
who have completed the designated period of study, have earned a specified number 
of credits, have received research guidance from the supervisor, and have passed 
the screening of the Master’s degree thesis and its defense.  
In particular, acquiring the basic concepts, theory, empirical evidence, and practical 
expertise in one of the study fields, Economics, Statistics, Area Studies, and 
Economic History (in the Division of Economics), Management and Quantitative 
Finance (in the Division of Management) are essential. Moreover, students are 
expected to have the comprehensive vision and applied skills in economics and 
management both theoretically and practically with an international perspective, 
and play an active role in business, academia, and public sector around the world. 
 
Doctor of Philosophy in Economics or in Management shall be conferred to those 
who are deemed to have ability to conduct the research in the specialized field as 
an independent researcher after completing the designated period of study in the 
program with a specified number of credits, receiving research guidance from the 
supervisor, and having passed the screening of the Doctoral dissertation and its 
defense.  
In particular, with advanced expertise, students are expected to plan and execute 
advanced theoretical research and experimental research in one of the study fields, 
Economics, Economic Theory, Statistics, Area Studies and Economic History (in the 
Division of Economics), Management and Quantitative Finance (in the Division of 
Management). 

 
 
 
Submission of thesis or dissertation  

 
Master’s program: 

 
Students to submit a Master’s thesis must be enrolled in a Master’s program for more than 
one year and have earned 16 or more credits as stipulated in Article 9 of the Rules for GSE. 
A student plans to have the length of their program reduced should refer to Article 20 of the 
Rules for GSE and must consult the Graduate Office in advance.

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Supervisors 
Students in a Master’s program must determine a supervisor by the previous academic 
year before registering “Research Guidance”, which is a full-year course. To apply, 
students need to submit a “Request Form for Registering Supervisors ” in 
the first year of the winter for April enrollees and in the first year of the summer for 
October enrollees. The Education Council will review the requests and announce the 
results in late March for April enrollees and in late September for October enrollees. (If 
students use the long-term study system, they must submit a “Request Form for 
Registering Supervisors ” by the end of the second year of enrollment 
period.) In principal, Students in Department of Economics have to choose a supervisor 
from the faculties of their department. Some supervisors will place prerequisite courses 
prior to the acceptance of the role. Refer to UTAS to check the prerequisites and ensure 
to fulfil the requirement. 

 
UTIPE students have to choose a supervisor from the UTIPE faculties. If you are not 

sure which faculty member is the UTIPE faculty member, contact the Graduate Office. 
 

Pledge 
Those who plan to submit a Master’s thesis must ensure to make a pledge on submission 
to comply “Code of Conduct for Scientific Research, The University of Tokyo” and 
“Guidelines for Writing Research Papers and Theses, Graduate School of Economics, the 
University of Tokyo”. 
 

Doctoral program: 
 
Students to submit a Doctoral dissertation must be enrolled in a Doctoral program for more 
than two years and have earned 10 or more credits as stipulated in Article 10 of the Rules 
for GSE. Students must also complete and earn 4 or more credits for “Research Guidance” as 
listed in the appendix of the Rules for GSE. A student who plans to have the program length 
reduced should refer to Article 20 of the Rules for GSE and must consult the Graduate Office 
in advance.

Submission of a dissertation by whom withdraw from the Doctoral program under specified 
condition: 

Those who enrolled in a Doctoral program in this graduate school for more than a 
prescribed period of study and who completed the curriculum including fulfilment of the 
Research Guidance but withdrew from the school before obtaining a Doctoral degree may 
submit a dissertation for a review and sit the final examination within three years of 
withdrawal according to Article 4, Paragraph 2 of the Rules on Academic Degrees. The 
dissertation shall be examined accordingly with no difference to the current enrolled 
students.
