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2024 Application Guidelines for Graduate Research Student Program

Eligibility

(1) Those who have graduated, or are expected to graduate Master’s/Doctoral program at the
Graduate School of Economics.

(2) Those who have withdrawn, or are expected to withdraw from Doctoral program at the
Graduate School of Economics after completing the designated period of enrollment AND
obtaining the designated number of credits.

Application Procedure
To apply, please submit the following documents to the Graduate Office.

(1) Designated Application Form (must be signed and sealed by the supervisor)
(2) Letter of Recommendation, written by the prospective supervisor

(3) Research Achievement (thesis / academic papers, etc.)

(4) Research Proposal (A4 size)

(5) Examination fee: 9,800 yen
The examination fee must be paid at the bank located in Japan (except for Japan Post
Bank) by using the designated payment request form. (Do not use ATMs or Internet
Banking services.)
After the payment, obtain the receipt (Card B) and payment certificate (Card C) from the
bank. Attach Card C on the designated sheet to submit.

Application period at the office : From 10:00 am to 3:00 pm

on February 29 and March 1, 2024 (April Enrollment)

on September 12 and September 13, 2024 (October Enrollment)
Application by post :
(1) Must reach the office by March 1, 2024 (April enrollment)

by September 13, 2024 (October enrollment)
(2) Must be sent by registered post, and written as “Application for Graduate Research Student
Program” in red on the envelope.
(3) Must be addressed to “Graduate Office, Graduate School of Economics,
The University of Tokyo, 7-3-1 Hongo, Bunkyo, TOKYO 113-0033 JAPAN.”

Decision

Admission decision will be notified to the applicants individually in mid March (April
Enrollment)/ September (October enrollment) after the selection is made by the Education
Council at the Graduate School of Economics.

Admission Procedure
Successful applicants must complete the admission procedures including the payments of the
admission and tuition fees during the designated period.

It should be noted that those who hold a full time job at the time of application must withdraw
from the position in order to enroll into the program.

Fees
(1) Admission fee 84,600 yen



(2) Tuition fee 346,800 yen per year(expected)

others

(1) The research period is one year and extension may be permitted up to a total of two years.

An international applicant with student visa status must consult with the Office prior to the

application since there is visa limitation on the length to be a research student.
